Pastor Anderson

Today is the 20th anniversary of the Exxon Valdez Oil Spill. There have been special reports in the news
and on the radio this week about the spill and its aftermath. One report that I came across this week
came from an unlikely source. I didn’t know that Central member Lecia Phinney was from Valdez Alaska,
but an entry on her blog this morning shows the daily paper in Valdez right after the tragedy (her parents
ran the paper at the time). Lecia says she was in New York in college when it happened, but when she
returned home that summer, she found her town completely changed (www.leciawphinney.com). Another
news report I heard this morning talked about Washington state’s current readiness to deal with spills. In
the aftermath of the Exxon Valdez spill, the state enacted strong regulations to protect our waterways and
coastlines, but then was required by the Federal government to loosen some of the regulations.

In addition to being the 20th anniversary of the Exxon Valdez Oil Spill, today is also the 24th day of the
season of Lent. As I reflect on what is considered by many to be the worst ecological disaster in recent
memory, I have also been reflecting on our Lenten theme of Sustainable Living.

This Lent, we were all invited to choose disciplines that would help us live more in harmony with creation
and with the Creator. However, this morning as I thought about the disciplines that Mitch and I chose, I
wondered what kind of impact they could have in the face of something like the Exxon Valdez (‘honey, I
forgot the re-usable shopping bags’ just doesn’t compare to ‘oops, I just spilled 2 million gallons of oil’).

It’s clear that in order to solve our global climate crisis, more than simple individual action is needed. I
found myself being grateful this morning for organizations such as Climate Solutions (run by Pam
Johnson’s husband, Gregg Small). I also found myself wondering how I could support this type of work
more. However, I don’t want to give up on individual action either. Being more intentional about our
own actions may not save the planet, but it does change us. Our corporations and systems are, in many
ways, reflections of our society’s values and attitudes. As Christians, we are called to constantly look at
our values and attitudes to see how they reflect the gospel and God’s intention for shalom. The more
clearly they do that, the more clearly we can speak to the larger society. Also, the more clearly we under-
stand our own shortcomings and our own temptations to take the easy route, the more clearly we can
understand what happens on a larger systemic level.

On Palm Sunday during the forum hour, you are invited to gather in the parish hall to share your reflec-
tions on the season of Lent and any experiments that you may have made with sustainable living practices.
How do our individual lives and choices fit into the big picture? What can we learn from our own efforts
at intentionality that might help us witness in the world to a different vision? Where do we go from here?
As we reflect together, we will do so in light of our coming Faster celebration and the promise of a God
who brings light out of darkness and hope out of despair. Even as we struggle with the magnitude of a
disaster like the Exxon Valdez or simply the magnitude of cumulative destruction of our current way of
life, we can also marvel at the ability of God’s creation to renew itself and be grateful for the promise of
new life.

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Update from the Long-Range Planning Team

The survey taken by 30 Central members in the fall showed several strengths and several weaknesses in
the congregation. After sharing the results and getting feedback in eight different forums we are ready
to move to the next step, building an action plan for improvement. The action plan will establish goals
and specific courses of action to address our “minimum factor area,” the survey characteristic where
we scored lowest.

We are focusing on the characteristic called “Need-Oriented Evangelism.” Evangelism takes many
forms so we’ll examine it from several different angles, including:
e Personal evangelism: How do we encourage each other to tell our faith stories? Do we invite
our friends and neighbors to join us here?
e Compassionate church: How have the needs of the community been assessed? What compas-
sion ministries does Central offer?
e Corporate evangelistic efforts: How do we identify and encourage those with gifts of
evangelism?

The team is working to identify the specific, key issues Central has around need-oriented evangelism
and create materials for an action planning workshop to be held at the Council retreat in early May.
This will be a great opportunity for the leaders of the congregation to give focused attention to an area
where we all want to improve.

The final action plan will provide a blueprint for implementing changes that will help us better share the
joy with others. It will include tools for the congregation to maintain our strengths and improve on our
weaknesses. Through this process we are always guided by Central’s mission, “Following Christ;
sharing God’s love for all people.”
