Sharing God’s peace with one another 1s an act of reconciliation. It 1s an opportunity for God’s people
to be reconciled with one another as they offer their gifts to God and before they recetve the gift of
Holy Communion.

Jesus’” Sermon on the Mount, as recorded in Matthew’s Gospel, lays a foundation for the practice of
sharng God’s peace. “So when you are offering your gift at the altar, if you remember that your
brother or sister has something against you, leave your gift there before the altar and go; first be recon-
ciled to your brother or sister, and then come and offer your gift” (Matthew 5:23-24).

Other sources from the eatly church confirm the practice of sharing the gift of peace. In the Didache,
an early Christian writing nearly as old as many of the New Testament writings, the Christian commu-
nity 1s encouraged to “come together on the Lord’s day, having first confessed your sms so that your
sacrifice may be pure. Anyone who has a quarrel with his fellow should not gather with you until he has
been reconciled, lest your sacrifice be profaned.”

This passage from the Didache confirms that the pattern Jesus spoke about in the Sermon on the
Mount became a regular weekly occurrence m the early Christians’ practice of Holy Communion.

Opver centuries, the exchange of peace sometimes came later m the service, after the Lord’s Prayer and
before the distribution of Communion. Some congregations still exchange the peace at this pomt,
though the preferred placement in Evangelical Lutheran Worshipis following the intercessoty prayers
and before the offering (quite likely the more ancient pattern).

That the sharing of the peace follows the prayers of the church 1s not accidental. Having been forged
mto a common people m Holy Baptism, the congregation prays for peace in the Church, peace m the
wortld, and peace for all those in need. Then the congregation follows through with the people offering
peace and reconciliation to one another. This 1s not human peace alone, but the peace which 1s possible
only through Christ. Then, after the exchange of peace, material gifts are offered to God, for the well-
being and peace of the Church, the world, and its people. Fially, having prayed for and enacted the
peace, we recetve the Holy Communion.

Seen 1 context, 1t 1s clear why the exchange of Christ’s peace 1s nota time for saying “Good morning,”
or for commenting on a neighbor’s new outfit, or for remmding someone about next week’s potluck
supper. It 1s, rather, a time to set aside our human differences and to recognize and enact our baptismal
unity as children of God.

What can the exchange of peace teach us for daily living? Christians are a people who seek reconcilia-
tion with one another. Making peace 1s a daily action m our lives. We do not need to wait to come to
church on Sunday morning m order to make peace with our neighbors and our family members. Shar-

News from Church Council

It 1s our smcere hope that by the time you are reading this, spring will have sprung, the sun will be
warming our bodies, and fantastic spring fragrances will be wafting across your noses! It 1s our plea-
sure to provide a summary of key items for council focus.

We are happy to report that the parish hall 1s consistently warm agam with the installation of our new
furnace. The furnace replacement has necessitated some spring-cleaning that took place on Holy
Saturday. Thanks to Karen Sticklin forleading our building committee and to Duane for getting us the
tools we needed for successful work party!

At our last council meeting we also dug a bit into the archives to look at our building use agreements
with the three nonprofits that utilize our Parish Hall. We determined that the two oldest (CLCH and
LPF) have not been updated m more than 10 years. We agreed to follow up with each organization
and develop a standard format for the agreement modeled on the newly created agreement with
Seattle’s Progressive Preschool. Additionally we updated our call letter to the Synod for Pastor Verlon
(should be done annually) and approved fundmg to provide Pastor Cindy with a new computer to
replace the more than 10 year old desktop she currently uses.

At our April meeting we joyfully approved the membership of the new hire task force. 'This group
mcludes Rebecca E (chair), Lynn Rauch, Cathy Woods, Jetf Roberts, Claire Katser, and Suzy
Oversee. The task force will develop a job description for the new staff position that was approved at
the congregational meeting in January. Oncea job description has been created with mput by commit-
tee leadership and our pastor, it will be reviewed by the council. The council will call a special congre-
gational meeting to approve the job description before the personnel committee moves to the hirng
phase. Thanks to the task force members for leading this important initiative! A reminder that we are
targeting July 1 or thereabouts for the hire to occur.

The council also spent time planning for Pastor Cindy’s mstallation service on May 22. Council will be
sending mvitations to local churches, Pastor Cidy’s past congregations, the bishop and you! Mark
your calendar now for this 2 pm service and reception after to officially welcome her. We are commit-
ted to keeping the service light and enjoyable...please wear your best polk-a-dot clothmg! Nancy Fall
has agreed to coordinate details for the reception to follow...please contact her if you’re able to help.

Rebecca E provided the council some education and proposed guidelines about privacy issues m
relationship to Tidings publication to the mternet. Specifically it was a discussion of personally identifi-
able nformation (PII) that some members would not want to be widely distributed or accessible
through our public website. It was agreed that it 1s common practice for churches to post their news-
letter to the public facing webstte as a recruttment and mformation tool and that Central should con-
tinue this practice. What the council did not decide 1s 1f the publicly posted version should exclude PII,
be blocked from web crawlers, or something else. Please feel free to talk with a council member if you
have thoughts about this topic. Discussion will be resumed at the May council meeting on this topic.

Lastly, we reviewed plans for the council retreat April 29-May 1. The focus of the retreat is to share our
faith stories as council members and set goals for the coming “program year” (Sept 2011 - June 2012).
We will set goals 1 4 areas:

1. People (staff, volunteer leaders, leadership development, etc...)

2. Programs (committees, education, mimistry, etc...)

3. Facilities (setting priority and focus for our aging physical plant)

4. and Partners (Nonprofits who use our building, community partners like Compass Housing Alliance
and other neighborhood groups, etc...)

Currently all council member are thinking of their top 3 priorities in each of these areas. Help them by
letting them know 1f you have opmions or ideas to share!

A reminder that the council 1s hosting an nformal social during Memorial Day weekend (on May 29th
after church) to get to know Pastor Cindy. She’s been with us for three months and many of us have
not yet had time to just sit and chat with her.

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News from Seattle’s Progressive Preschool

The past few months have been ones of great change and of great progress at Seattle’s Progressive
Preschool. In February our beloved classroom teacher, Sharon, had to suddenly resign due to a neck
mnjury. Sharon 1s slowly recovering, and will be focused on that healing for some time. Sharon’s commit-
ment to our school and its mission has been so strong, and she was visibly upset at having to step back
from classroom activity.

Not one to sit idly by, Sharon is considering a less physically demanding career as anti-bias/diversity
consultant for preschools. Her talents and expertise m this area are immense, and we believe she will
quickly establish herself as a go-to resource for these important issues. While she builds her reputation
mn these areas, she 1s volunteermg her services to help SPP stay on track. We are grateful and fortunate
to benefit from her dedication to our mission!

When Sharon resigned, our families kicked 1t mto high gear. Over the mid-
winter break, we listed the posittion and were so happy to be approached by
many solid candidates. We were particularly happy that our unanimous first
choice for the job was equally excited by what we are domg, Sarah Schmidt
began work at SPP just two weeks after Sharon’s departure. Parents filled
as substitutes durmg the interim, and we are a stronger group for having
tackled this challenge.

Sarah has already proven to be a great fit. She has spent much of the past few weeks developing strong
bonds with each of the children, while slowly introducing new ideas mto our class routine and winning
them over with her musical talents. Sarah has worked in Farly Childhood Education for years, and this
1s her first foray into the coop model. She 1s thrilled at the level of parent involvement and the degree
of community building that results. She 1s overflowing with great ideas, and we are excited to see what
she can accomplish 1n the full academic year begmning this fall.

Apparently word 1s beginning to spread about the work we are doing at our little school. We have had
two families join us for the remamder of this year, and our classes are already 75% full for next fall. I
am not shy about chatting up other parents when out and about with my family, and what 1s so exciting
1s the number who are starting to say, “I've heard about you guys, and I'm hearmng good things!” I'm
even hearing from folks affiliated with established schools who are impressed with our model and
mission and have offered their encouragement.

The kids have had an amazing year of service learning so far. We have crafted a strong sense of com-

munity not only among our families, but with the neighborhood and all of those who call it home.
Bemg upstairs from CLCH and across from Cal Anderson Park, we have had many touching conversa-

tions about homelessness. The children have been very forthcoming with 1deas of how we can help. We
are currently pursuing some donations of personal care items to create care packs. The children have
also been composting for our p-patch partners at 16" & Howell and will plant their own section this
month! Have you noticed the new rhodies at the northwest corner of the church entry? Those were
donated by Trygve’s dads and mstalled by the children. They have also made in-person deliveries of
donations to both Value Village and Treehouse (a phenomenal program serving foster families). They
have even developed their own rapport with the officers who patrol the park! These are just a few of
the great activities we have all enjoyed.

With the school year drawing to a close, we reflect on how wonderful 1t has been and how we will apply
what we have learned to make next year even better. We are so very grateful to Central Lutheran for
taking a chance on us and hosting what was a new-and-unproven organization. It’s with both joy and
sadness that we will bid farewell to those students who are moving on to kindergarten. But it 1s with
great anticipation that we contemplate the many students yet to come who will benefit so much from
this program! Thank youso much for your generosity and warm support! Your entire team has been
wonderful, and we look forward to a long future together.

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A Message Of Hope And Peace
by The Rev. Wm Chris Boerger, Bishop

At the March
2011 meeting of
the Conference
of Bishops we
were engaged
in conversation
about growing
the church and
evangelism. One
of my Midwestern
colleagues
commented a
couple of times
in that conversation that he did not know if
Lutherans had the capacity to be evangelists.
He did not say this in a pejorative way, but in
a wondering question about the way we come
together as members of the Body of Christ.

His comments have started my thinking about
our evangelism efforts. Historically he is right. We
have done evangelism by immigration, marriage
and birth.

As more Northern Europeans came to
this country we received them into our ethnic
communities of similar Northern Europeans. The
Lutheran mergers of the 1900’s were, in some
ways responses, to the slowing or stopping of
these immigrations.

We also lived with the expectation that
Lutherans would marry Lutherans and give
birth to new Lutherans. If not that method then
a Lutheran marrying outside the tradition would
likely bring their new spouse to the church. The
simple fact is that these two methods were our
most successful means of growing the church.

Jesus says to the disciples that the
“fields are ripe for harvest”. Christians are a
missionary people. That does not mean that
we need to be obnoxious for the faith. It does
mean that we will tell our story about Jesus.
We live in a time that needs a message of
hope and peace. In Jesus we have found our
hope and the world’s peace.

In this time of cultural battles, we bring the
word that God’s grace is sufficient for you and
for me. God is the one who acts in Jesus. We
are the ones who point to that activity. We
will continue to do our acts of kindness and
compassion. Being nice is not evangelism. As
we do good we need to point to Jesus as our
motivator and our hope.

| find myself engaged occasionally in
interfaith dialogs. In those occasions my
fellow participants do not want me to give a
partial witness to my faith. If we are in dialog,
we must be honest about the hope that is in
us. | am a child of God through the death and
resurrection of Jesus. | am a sinner who has
been given new life through the death and
resurrection of Jesus.

We are not called to convert the world.
That is the work of the Holy Spirit. We are
called to give witness to the hope that is in us.

In Jesus the Christ we have been given the
grace of God in exciting and powerful ways.
That is more that being a particular ethnic
identity. That is being a child of God and
giving witness to what is happening to us.
